(netiquette, etc.) and expectations.

Assign the readings (prescribed and suggested)
and explain why they should engage with the
materials, what they would get out of them, how
they would support the learning outcomes and
link to the assessment tasks.

For the prescribed reading, provide guide
questions to help students with focus and
direction. Try to write open-ended questions to
develop students’ higher level thinking skills.

If you are recording your lecture, make it
available to the students prior to the synchronous
session. Same with the readings, explain why it is
important to their learning.

Comprehension check. Spend some time to check
the students’ understanding of the materials
assigned to them asynchronously.

Synchronous sessions should prioritise active
learning activities. Students are expected to have
already engaged with the information prior to
coming to the live session, so focus on activities
that foster application and development of
knowledge.

These can include group scenario-building tasks,
problem solving based on hypothetical scenarios,
providing (para)legal advice, etc.




At the end of the live session, communicate to the
students the following:

Second, instructors/course designers are encouraged to intentionally embed development of
knowledge and skills as appropriate for the level of education, e.g., undergraduate and postgraduate
course with increasing complexity in designing and teaching the weekly sessions. For example, week 1
can focus on introducing the key concepts of the law, week 2 builds on the students’ understanding
to interrogate connections between the materials and real-life events, weeks 3 to 5 on facilitating
application of knowledge and skills, and week 6 on synthesising and constructing new knowledge.
